This acquisition provides Alivira's with a beta-lactam & non-beta lactam injectables facility for EU markets, which compliments
its Orals & Powders beta-lactam and non-beta lactam facility based at Barcelona in Spain. EU is Alivira's largest market
accounting to 60 per cent of revenues.
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
