In addition to Japan, Lupin has also submitted the Marketing Authorization Application (MAA) for its Etanercept biosimilar to 
the European Medicines Agency (EMA).

 

The indications targeted for approval are Rheumatoid Arthritis (RA), Psoriatic Arthritis, Ankylosing Spondylitis, Axial 
spondyloarthritis, Non-radiographic Axial Spondyloarthritis and Plaque Psoriasis.
