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The Bihar government has signed a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) with Public Health Foundation of India (PHFI),
New Delhi, to carry out medical courses designed to provide expertise to MBBS degree holders.

According to the MoU, the two medical courses, approved by Medical Council of India, which will be offered are CSP (College
of Physicians & Surgeons of Mumbai) and DNB (Diplomate in National Board).
