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The five oxygen plants will produce a total capacity of 3840 cubic metres of oxygen per day

Lupin through its CSR arm, the Lupin Foundation, is donating five oxygen generation plants to assist the states of 
Maharashtra, Madhya Pradesh and Gujarat in their ongoing fight against the COVID-19 pandemic.
