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For simple, rapid and highly specific detection of infectious diseases including HIV, TB, HBV, etc.

Pune-based startup Sciverse Solutions has signed a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) with the Indian Institute of 
Technology (IIT) Goa to design, develop, and fabricate lab-on-a-chip (LOC) and in vitro diagnostic (IVD) microfluidics 
technologies to provide rapid, high throughput and lower cost per test point of care service to the patients.
