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Marking its first investment in India’s healthcare sector

Verlinvest has partnered with Vinesh Gadhia, who will lead Ferty9 as its Chief Executive Officer and Executive Director of the 
Board to scale Ferty9’s reach and execute its ambition to acquire more fertility assets through this platform. MGadhia is an 
industry veteran in India’s fertility sector with over 30 years of experience in building commercial teams and expanding 
scientific partnerships.

Two senior investors from Verlinvest who led this investment, Shagun Tiwary Shah and Manvitha Janagam, will join Ferty9’s 
Board of Directors, adding to the ~70% of employees at Ferty9 that are women. 

Verlinvest’s acquisition of a controlling stake in Ferty9 Fertility Centre marks their first foray into the healthcare sector in India, 
having spent several decades investing in the healthcare sector in Europe. Verlinvest aims to leverage its expertise in 
backing market-leading consumer focused brands and apply it to the healthcare industry.
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
