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"India needs more business leaders from the Parsi community emulating Mr Ratan Tata and Dr Cyrus Poonawalla, if it wants 
to emerge as the fastest growing economy in these adversarial global conditions," said Mr Arun Jaitley, Union Finance 
Minister.

He was speaking at the concluding ceremony of the three-day Iranshah Udvada Utsav. The first ever 'Iranshah Udvada 
Utsav', a global congregation of the Parsi community was held from December 25-27, 2015 in Udvada, Gujarat.

Mr Jaitley further said, "The most remarkable aspect of the community is the desire to strive for excellence and achieve it in 
an ethical way."
