The analysis
showed low association between outcome and input variables. Maharashtra and Tamil Nadu were found amongst the best
performers while Assam, Uttaranchal and Uttar Pradesh were lowest performers. States like Kerala, Himachal Pradesh, Delhi
and J&K performed well. The states were then divided into three categories of high performers, middling performers and
laggards for the purpose of policy directions. "This report is a first step. With the existing data, we are able to make limited
comments on the drivers of changes - which can provide preliminary pointers on where action is required. At this stage, we
are able to look at the changes in the underlying variables that may have caused the movement. Moving forward we will be
