Xgeva is a Rank ligand (RANKL) inhibitor and is approved in India for the prevention of skeletal related events in patients with
advanced malignancies involving bone. Vectibix (panitumumab) is a cancer medication that interferes with the growth and
spread of cancer cells in the body.
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
